American Red Cross has responded to since Hurricane
Sandy ripped up the east ern seaboard in 2012EThe
comparison to Sandy is telling N the storm hit New
Jersey and New York in the fall of 2012, destroying
thousands of homes, leaving millions without power
and causing more than 100 deaths and more than $60

Qifter one week mark, Louisiana floods are the worst
disaster since Hurricane Sandy, Red Cross says.O (The
Advocate, August 18, 2016.)

St. Ann Church will take up a special second collection
during the Masses this weekend fo assist with flood
relief in Louisiana. Checks can be made payable to St.
Ann Church with "Flood Relief” in the comments
section. We do not take up second collections very
often so please make sure that you place your regular
donation to St. Ann in the first collection and your
flood relief donation in the second collection.
Donations can also be dropped off at the Parish
office. Once the donations are all collected we will
round up the fotal with a donation from the Parish
and send one check to Catholic Charities of the
Diocese of Lafayette, Louisiana.

According to Deacon Ed Boustany, the
Director of Catholic Charities for the Diocese of
Lafayette, monetary donations will be deposited into
a special Flood Relief account and 100% of these
gifts will be used for this disaster. At this time, the
Diocese is not collecting material donations. Since
many of their parishes and parishioners are directly
affected by the floods, most of their parishes do not
currently have the means to staff donation and
distribution sites. This may change in the coming
weeks, but it is not likely due fo the vast area of
damage.

My seminary friend, Fr. Corey Campeaux,
Pastor of St. Peter the Apostle Church in Gueydan,
and all those suffering from the floods in Louisiana,
thank you for your generosity.
